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The training curriculum is part of the collective learning process that we envision to trigger by launching
the collaborative-competition for cooperative housing in Greece for students and young professionals.

Cooperative housing is a rather unexplored concept and practice in Greece. However, the increasing
unaffordability of housing and lack of viable alternatives for youth and vulnerable populations urges
people to look into different ways to access housing through collective processes, inspired also by the
recent developments in the field across Europe.

As part of the competition process, the training programme intends to give basic information and
sources of inspiration to the participants in order to reach an initial common understanding on the basic
principles and concepts of cooperative and collaborative housing, and provide them with basic
knowledge to be able to collectively envision, plan and design different scenarios and imageries of
cooperative housing in vacant buildings in Greece.

It also aims to produce a package of basic knowledge blocks on cooperative housing available online for
the growing community that is interested in exploring and practising alternative collective,
de-commodified, sustainable and democratic co-living in Greece. As such, the knowledge package can be
gradually extended with new bricks and blocks according to the needs that emerge throughout the
process, and beyond.

Learning goals

What is a housing cooperative? What forms can it take? What examples are there in Europe? What is a
student housing cooperative? How can housing cooperatives tackle issues of vital human needs such as
mutual care, intergenerational solidarity, conviviality, vulnerability, life cycle transformations?

What are the preconditions for the emergence/creation of housing cooperatives in a given context?
What is the role of public policies and state support?

What types of municipal-cooperative collaborations are there? How can public property assets be used
for the promotion of housing coops? How does a municipal competition for cooperative housing work?

How are housing cooperatives funded and what is a housing coop business plan? What are the
challenges in environments where there is little or no experience? What are the challenges and
potentials in Greece?

How are cooperative housing designed & produced (processes, typologies, technologies)? What is the
role of the architect in the creation of a housing coop? What is a community participatory design
process?

How can we imagine different ways of living together? How can we learn to practise democracy in
everyday life and collective housing management? What challenges, what difficulties come up? How to
overcome conflicts and work towards collective decision making?

Nico Rault works at La Cigué, a student cooperative in Geneva, Switzerland, in
the department of internal relations. His role is to develop the internal structure
based on participative democracy principals.

Emerging from the squat movement in the 1980's, La Cigué materialized the
increasing need for an alternative approach to housing. In addition to the access
to affordable and decent housing, La Cigué promotes the active participation of
the cooperators at all levels: the appartements; the building; the cooperative. The
800 students living in La Cigué is incompatible with the spontaneous participation
in the 80's. La Cigué's model has evolved over the years around different organs
(the board; the working team; the general assembly; commissions; the council of

delegates) to unite against the speculative attack on housing.

We are a group of university students setting up the first student housing co-op
in Glasgow. We were formed in November 2016, and we are in the process of
securing funding and a building. We welcome students who are at university,
college and in apprenticeships. We believe that a housing co-op is an effective
way to combat increasing rent prices, and provide a democratically controlled
living environment. Collectively, members of a co-op take on the role of landlord
and have a direct say in their living conditions. There are many different kinds of
co-ops: housing, food, consumer, worker-owned... but generally, all
cooperatives follow the Rochdale Principles.

Commoning Spaces Network

Community led, non-profit-oriented houses remove property speculation and profit from housing by
buying and transferring them into the joint ownership of their residents for long-term social, community
led living and developing innovative, flexible forms of society and housing. For decades, community led
houses have increasingly joined together in national solidarity networks aiming to secure their houses
permanently against sale and profit. In December 2024, 23 members of jointly managed houses and
networks from 18 countries founded a European network for horizontal networking, the Commoning
Spaces Network e.V.,(CSN). The European financial cooperative Community-led Houses Europe SCE i.G.
(CHE) was subsequently founded in March 2024, aiming to grant long-term affordable loans to
community-led houses throughout Europe and in particular to new housing projects. Commoning Spaces
Network and Community-led Houses Europe provide solidarity-based horizontal transfer of knowledge,
experience and finance for new groups and houses, and organise their network in Europe.
